6. Coaches will comply with the decisions of league officials and observe all rules, policies, 
and procedures as established or endorsed by Reedville Baseball. 

 
7. Coaches will teach the game to the best of their ability. 

 
8. Coaches will be drug/alcohol free, while at any Reedville Baseball athletic event. 

 

9. Coaches will not use any tobacco products in the dugout or on the playing field.
